A total of 15,919 job openings were posted online from February 14, 2025, through March 13, 2025, for Allen, Crawford, 
Defiance, Fulton, Hancock, Hardin, Henry, Lucas, Ottawa, Paulding, Putnam, Sandusky, Seneca, Van Wert, Williams, Wood 
and Wyandot counties. This was an increase of 495 ads from the previous reporting period. Compared to the same time 
period a year ago, this reflects a decrease of 1,178 ads.
